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Skills Canada Alberta invites all schools across Alberta to become part of the Skills Movement.   
 
Providing an exciting platform for trade and technology students to showcase their talent and pursue 
their personal best, has fostered the growth of the Provincial Skills Canada Competition (PSCC) to a 
must see event for junior and senior high students.  This year’s Provincial Skills Canada Competition is 
on May 12-13, 2010 at the Edmonton Expo Centre (formerly Northlands, AgriCom).  Schools are 
responsible for an entry fee of $50/school, and $30/competitor.  
 
Many of the Gold Medalists at the PSCC are further rewarded with selection to Team Alberta and will 
showcase their talents at the Canadian Skills Competition , in Waterloo, Ontario, May 20-23, 2010.  
Students must be present at the PSCC Awards Ceremony to confirm their spot on Team Alberta. The 
cost for a student to attend the CSC is approximate ly $800 and for a teacher/chaperone it is 
$1,250.    
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Qualifying for the Provincial Skills Canada Competi tion 
 
This year nine Regional Skills Canada Competitions will take place in Alberta.  Details on the regional 
events are available on page 3 of this registration package and at www.skillsalberta.com, click on 
Community. 
 
To compete at the Provincial Skills Canada Competit ion in Auto Service, Carpentry, Culinary 
Arts, and Welding students must qualify at their Regional Skills Cana da Competition.  
 
Top performers in all other events at the Regional Skills Canada Competitions will automatically be 
entered into the Provincial Skills Canada Competition.  For information on which Regional Skills Canada 
Competition to register in, please visit www.skillscanada.com and click on Community. 
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Secondary Level Competition 
 
It is the schools responsibility to ensure that students participating in the Provincial Skills Canada 
Competition meet the following eligibility requirements: 

· Be enrolled in a public, separate or private secondary school in the same school year in which the 
Provincial Skills Canada Competition is held 

· Must be born on or after January 1, 1989 
· Alberta resident  
· Permanent Canadian Resident or Canadian Citizen 

 
Students currently enrolled in the RAP program should be enrolled in the Secondary Level of 
competition.  Application to participate in the Apprentice Level will be considered if space is unavailable 
in the Secondary Level.   
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Participation in the Provincial Skills Canada Competition is open to all Alberta schools.  In our continuing 
effort to ensure that Skills Canada Alberta programs are accessible to youth in the province, we have 
made changes to our fee structure.   Effective September 1, 2007 we have eliminated the annual 
affiliation fee of $150/ school.  Instead, schools are responsible for an entry fee o f $50/school, and 
$30/competitor.

Each Competition Scope outlines the purpose of the competition challenge, the skills and knowledge to 
be tested, the clothing and equipment required to be brought by the competitor, the related Career and 
Technology Study modules, the judging criteria and a list of the volunteer committee members who have 
developed the scope package.  
 
All events are for individual competitors unless otherwise indicated. Scopes tagged as draft may be 
changed prior to the Provincial Skills Canada Competition. SCA encourages you to check back regularly 
for the latest version.   
 
Students that do not comply with the safety require ments outlined in the scope will not be 
eligible to compete. Please review the safety equipment required to be brought by the competitor to 
avoid disqualification.  
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1. If you don’t already have a login name and password, register to become a Skills School at 

www.skillsalberta.com .  Once registered you will be emailed a login name and password for your 
school.  It is recommended that you Become a Skills School prior to February 19, 2010.  If you have 
forgotten your password or would like more than one teacher in your school to have online 
registration access email kariz@skillscanada.com.   

 
2. Registration opens on Monday , February 22, 2010 at 7:30 am.  
 

Registration for the Provincial Skills Canada Competition (PSCC) is administered on a first come first 
serve basis through www.skillsalberta.com . Teachers have until April 23, 2010 to enter in their 
students’ contact information. 

 
     Follow these steps to register your competitor s:  

· At www.skillsalberta.com  select Login from the top right side of the homepage  
· Enter the Login Name and Password provided to you when you became a Skills School. Select 

Login!  
· Once logged in, select Register Competitors.  
· Select the Program  you wish to enter i.e. Provincial Skills Canada Competition, Lakeland 

Regional Skills Canada Competition etc. 
· Select the Event  you would like to reserve a spot for i.e. Aesthetics, Cabinet Making etc. 
· Click Register Students  
· Indicate the number of spots  you would like to reserve for that event.  Most events accept only 

one competitor per school.   Select OK. 
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If a competitor spot is available in the selected event, the system will indicate that your registration was 
successful. Click on the pencil icon to enter in your competitor’s contact information prior to April 
23, 2010.  
 
If a spot is not available in the selected event or if you would like to request a spot for an additional 
competitor, select the Waiting List Request link on the left side of the page and Add Request.  
 
Registration closes March 12, 2010, however it is highly recommended that you register early to avoid 
disappointment.  

 
        *Cancellation after March 12, 2010 results in a $30 cancellation fee per competitor. 
 
4. Requests for additional competitors will be confirmed by SCA on March 17, 2010 .   
 
5. All competitor personal contact information, including contact information pertaining to additional 

spots that have been granted, must be submitted online by April 23, 2010:   
A.)  Once logged in click Registration Status. 
B.)  Select the appropriate Program. 
C.)  Click on the pencil icon to add the competitor contact information.  

 
6. Each student and teacher must complete the attac hed Participant Release Form by April 23, 

2010.  Fax the release form to 780.423.4758. 
 
     *Failure to submit contact information and submit a Participant Release Form by April 30, 2010 

deadline will result in registration forfeiture and a $30 cancellation fee per competitor. 
 
Skills Canada Alberta reserves the right to refuse participation if the necessary steps are not 
completed by the registration deadline.  To compete at the Provincial Skills Canada Competition in 
Auto Service, Carpentry, Culinary Arts and Welding students must qualify at a Regional Skills Canada 
Competition. 
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Admission to the Provincial Skills Canada Competition is free  for all spectators. Teachers and 
chaperones have the option of becoming accredited.

· Lunch (May 12 & 13) 
· 2010 Provincial Skills Canada Competition T-Shirt

We are proud to partner with organizations and technical institutes across Alberta to facilitate skills 
competitions in nine regions.  Regional Skills Canada Competitions provide the opportunity for hundreds 
of additional students to develop their skills and connect with local employers and post-secondary 
contacts.  Together we are growing the Skills Movement and providing local recognition for the talent 
that resides across the province.   
 
 
Why are students interested in participating in Aut o Service, Carpentry, Culinary Arts, and 
Welding competitions required to qualify for the Pr ovincial Skills Competition (PSCC) through 
Regional Skills Canada Competitions? 
Auto Service, Carpentry, Culinary Arts, Automotive Service and Welding are among the most popular 
events at the PSCC. To meet the demand for competitor spots, these competitions will be offered at the 
nine Regional Skills Canada Competitions.  Top performers will then have the opportunity to represent 
their school, and their region, at the 2010 PSCC.      
 
 
How do I volunteer to be a part of the Regional or Provincial Skills Canada Competitions? 
Teachers play a critical role in the development of Regional and Provincial Skills Canada Competitions.  
To participate at a regional competition please contact your local Regional Skills Canada Coordinator.

Can I bring students to the event that are not comp eting?  
The PSCC is an ideal field trip for students to explore their career options.  Whether they are interested 
in the trades and technologies, but don’t know which one they’d prefer, or don’t have a specific goal in 
mind, the event will provide inspiration and information.  Many teachers also find it beneficial to bring 
students who are interested in competing in future competitions.  Other schools have chosen to bring all 
their students in a particular grade to the PSCC on a field trip. To register your students for a school tour 
visit www.skillsalberta.com and select School Tour on the right hand side of the page.

The Canadian Skills Competition (CSC) is the week f ollowing the Provincial Skills Competition 
(PSC).  What can I do to prepare for the national c ompetition? 
Students must be present at the PSCC Awards Ceremony to claim their spot on Team Alberta. If the 
gold medalist is not able to participate in the CSC, the silver then bronze medalist will be given the 
opportunity to participate.  Following the Awards Ceremony, Team Alberta Members will be presented 
with the information package for the CSC.  Please outline to your students the possibility of competing at 
the CSC. Hotel rooms and flights have been blocked for students and chaperones. The Event Scopes 
for the CSC are at www.skillscanada.com.  See page 9 & 10 for additional details on preparing your 
students for nationals. 
 
 
How are individuals selected to compete at WorldSki lls London, England 2011? 
The team that will represent Canada at WorldSkills London 2011 will be selected at the 2010 Canadian 
Skills Competition in Waterloo, ON.  Although most members of Team Canada are post-secondary 
students, high performing high school students at the Canadian Skills Competition have been invited to 
represent Canada at WorldSkills International Competitions. 
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We highly encourage schools to create a plan to ens ure their students are able to participate in 
the Canadian Skills Competition (CSC) if they earn a spot to compete at the national level.   
 
The cost for a student to attend the CSC is approximately $800 and for a teacher/chaperone it is $1,250.  
This cost includes flights, ground transportation, hotels, accreditation fees, and some meals.  Although 
SCA has heavily subsidized the cost to participate, we recognize the cost is significant and hope that by 
providing this advanced notice your students will not miss an opportunity to be involved in this important 
event. 
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Note: The Team will depart from Edmonton or Calgary on May 19, 2010. SCA will note your departure 
preference at the Team Alberta meeting following the Provincial Awards Ceremony and will 
accommodate as many requests as possible. Team Members will return to the city that they departed 
from on Sunday May 23, 2010.
